Suggested selection criteria 

For becoming national delegate to participate in VdGM

(Fluency of speech in English is mandatory)

Each of the following items is of equal importance:

1. Demonstrable experience in executive functions

2. Demonstrable scientific interest

3. Demonstrable interest in international relationships

4. Willingness to participate in future executive and/ or scientific activities

5. Motivation for participating

6. Plan of action to transfer experiences to colleagues/ national board

Furthermore if there are equal abilities amongst candidates, the number of years left as Junior Doctor can be taken in to account, thereby taking preference for those with more years left to participate in the network in order to create some continuity.

(Definition of junior doctor: trainee in GP/FM and first five years after becoming a GP)
